Time is ‘allocated’ from 8th-19th July in Year 12 for work experience.

The time can be ‘part- exchanged' for a different time of the year if it is more
convenient. For example every Wednesday afternoon or a week in the Easter
holidays and a week in the summer holidays.

Students will need to have your placement found, checked and logged.
Students should start researching as soon as possible.

The checking process is done on Unifrog, this ensures that the placement is
suitable and correctly checked. For more risky placements there may be a
fee to pay for an in person Health and Safety check.

The Education and Skills Funding Agency (ESFA) allocate the 16-19 Bursary Fund to the Academy.
nc It is designed to support post-16 students in full time education with the financial challenges of their
=y continuing education, therefore the funds must be used to support students in their learning.

| de‘ A student must be aged 16 or over but under 19 at 31 August 2023 to be eligible for help from the bursary
fund in the 2023 to 2024 academic year.

Students aged 19 or over are only eligible to receive a discretionary bursary if they are continuing on a study
programme they began aged 16 to 18 (19+ continuers) or have an Education, Health and Care Plan (EHCP).

There are 2 types of 16 to 19 bursary:

e a bursary for students in vulnerable groups
e adiscretionary bursary

Students (or their parents/carers) in receipt of the following are eligible for this support. The type of support
available varies, depending on which of these categories a student (or parent/carer) is eligible for.
